They will only be required to pay for the international airfares between their home countries and HK. Small 

amount of sponsorship on the airfares may be provided, subject to the agreement with us.  

 

For participants who are not from our partner institutions, they may be required to pay for the full program fee 

of the camp (HK$6,600/US$846) and the international airfares between their home countries and HK. Subject 

to their academic performance and the agreement of School of Engineering, their program fee may be waived.  

 

All students, excluding those from visa waiver countries, are required to obtain a valid entry visa immediately 

after receiving acceptance notification from this program. School of Engineering will provide assistance for 

students in obtaining the visa, if requested. It is also mandatory for the students to purchase the medical/travel 

insurance before their arrival in HK. 

 

Interested parties will be required to submit the online application through the online application system 

(https://pgservice.seng.ust.hk/summercamp) during 6 January -15 March 2020. Selection result will be 

released by April 2020.
